The Purpose of the Worship Ministry:
The purpose of the Student Worship Ministry is to HONOR God by SERVING FUSION through music to REACH students, CONNECT them to Jesus Christ, and EQUIP them to develop a deeper relationship and understanding of CHRIST.

Our Values:

I. Spiritual Growth and Maturity
Our greatest desire is your personal spiritual growth. You MUST be a follower of Christ.  It is difficult to worship the One that we do without believing in Him.  If you follow Jesus Christ; this is a service ministry and it is vital that you keep your relationship with Christ fresh and growing. The focus must be on God and not on us. You will be expected to attend a weekly worship service and Fusion.  You also need to be a part of a Dgroup.  Being on the worship team is a high calling and we hold you to high standards when you are on the team.

II.       Commitment and Attendance
This ministry is focused on excellence, commitment, and teamwork. This comes through active attendance and commitment to Fusion and the other ministries of Fusion.  To be a part of the worship team, you must demonstrate a commitment to Fusion and to see others grow in their relationship with Christ.  We want all the people on the worship team to be servant leaders at Fusion and actively serving all of Fusion. 
III.      Service
 The worship team can be one of the more visual and gloried areas of service.  Instead of getting caught up in this, we need to guard ourselves by remembering these things.  First, worship should only be to God.  We are not to worship anything else.  Thus, when we lead worship, we are leading others in worship to God.  Nothing should be reflected to the people on stage.  Second, before you get up in front of people, you need to check you heart.  Don’t go up there and lead others if your heart is in the wrong spot.   This ministry is all about serving other people as we help them worship God.

· Both the vocalist and musicians are required to be at church between 5:45-5:55pm to help setup.  When you are there, you are required to help setup.  It is not only the tech’s team job, so help as much as you can.

· Practice will start promptly at 6:00 pm every week.  Do NOT BE LATE!!!

· While practicing, students will respect the lead and will be focused on all that is going on.  We only have a limited amount of time to practice, so time is precious.

· At 6:50 all worship team members will go into prayer.

· From 7:00-7:20pm all worship team members need to welcome new students and reach out to others.

· Worship Team members are required to stay till 9:20 pm to help clean up each week that they are playing or singing.
